Brainstorming Session 2004

To retain the momentum of Plant Canada, an informal meeting was held at the University of Guelph on June 15, 2004. Major items and actions to be taken included…

▪  Discussion of a name change for the Canadian Journal of Botany resulted in several suggestions but no firm decision. 

▪  Michael Deyholos, Head of the Organizing Committee for the Edmonton meetings, received suggestions from the society members and was congratulated on the fine start he had made. 

▪  Prepare a first draft of “Guidelines for Organizing a Plant Canada Meeting” to provide continuity and information for future organizing committees.

▪  Set up a competition or invite a selected individual to suggest a logo for Plant Canada.

▪  The issue of adjunct status in Plant Canada (inquiry by the Canadian Society of Soil Science) will be brought to the board meetings in Edmonton.

▪  Ask member societies for funding in the amount of $200 each to cover the costs of getting a logo, maintaining a web-site, and other incidental purchases.

After this meeting, upon a request from Carol Peterson, each of our member societies has contributed $200 toward running the Office of Plant Canada. The president’s portfolio was expanded to include the treasury.
